You will need to provide us with this 12-digit key to access our Wi-Fi service. Your MAC address is usually shown in hexadecimal format, with 6 pairs of 2 hexadecimal digits separated by a hyphen or a colon. i.e. 00-D1-AB-F2-G3-89.

Windows Vista 

· Click the Start icon 

· Click All Programs 
· Click Accessories 
· Click Command Prompt 
· A new window will appear - at the prompt type ipconfig /all 
· The MAC address will be referred to as the Physical Address and is made up of 12 characters e.g. 00-D1-AB-F2-G3-89 
You will have a separate MAC address for your wireless card and your Ethernet card. Make sure you use the correct one. 

Windows 2000 and XP 

· From the Start button select Run 
· In the box which appears type cmd and click OK 
· A new windows will appear - at the prompt type ipconfig /all 
· The MAC address will be referred to as the Physical Address and is made up of 12 characters e.g. 00-D1-AB-F2-G3-89 
You will have a separate MAC address for your wireless card and your Ethernet card. Make sure you use the correct one. 

Windows NT
· Select the Start menu, and the Run. option. 

· Type winmsd and click OK.

· The NT Diagnostics window will appear

· Click on the Network tab. 

· Click on the Transports button. 

· The MAC address is listed under the address column and is made up of 12 characters e.g. 00-D1-AB-F2-G3-89. 

Windows 95/98/ME
· Select the Start menu, and the Run. option. 

· Type winipcfg and click OK

· The IP Configuration window will appear

· Make sure the adapter type in the white drop-box is set to your ethernet adapter (not PPP or Dial-Up adapter). 

· The MAC address will be referred to as the Adapter Address and is made up of 12 characters e.g. 00-D1-AB-F2-G3-89.

Apple Mac OS X (Tiger) 

· From the Apple in the upper left hand corner choose System Preferences 
· Click on the Network icon 

· From the Show menu Select Airport (for Wireless) or Built in Ethernet (for Wired) 

· For the Built in Ethernet (for Wired) the MAC address will be at the top of the Ethernet tab as the Ethernet ID. 
The MAC address is the 12 character address e.g. 00:14:67:F0:56:A4 

· For the Airport (for Wireless) the MAC address will be at the top of the AirPort tab as the AirPort ID (or on the TCP/IP tab, again as the AirPort ID ). The MAC address is the 12 character address e.g. 00:14:67:F0:56:A4 

Apple Mac OS X (Leopard) 

· From the Apple in the upper left hand corner choose System Preferences 
· Click on the Network icon 

· Select Built-in Ethernet in the left hand bar 

· Click on the Advanced button 

· Click on the Ethernet tab 

· Your MAC address will be at the top of this window as your Ethernet ID . The MAC address is the 12 character address e.g. 00:14:67:F0:56:A4 

Apple Mac OS X (Panther)

· Run the Network Utility program from the Utilities folder in the Applications folder. 

· Select the Info tab. 

· From the drop down menu select Ethernet Interface (en0). 
· Your MAC Address will be referred to as the Hardware Address and is made up of 12 characters e.g. 00-D1-AB-F2-G3-89.
LINUX 

· In a privileged terminal session type: ifconfig 
· This will show you a list of the network adapters installed. The MAC address is referred to here as the HWaddr 
· If you have a wireless card you will see more then one MAC Address, make sure you register the right MAC address. 

· To pick out your wireless MAC address type: iwconfig - your Wired one will be the other one
